Candidates are required to complete a minimum of 30 semester hours* of Arabic coursework at a 3.0 or above GPA in addition to the 2
education prerequisites at the bottom. Students must also complete two ACTFL/LTI assessments: OPI or OPIc and WPT or iWPT and
achieve at least an Intermediate High score for each to be eligible for admission to the M.Ed. program.
